SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Transportation
13-903.

(a)  The following vehicles are exempt from the registration fees specified in this
subtitle:

(9) A vehicle owned and personally used by an individual who is [at least
65 years old and is] the surviving spouse of a deceased disabled veteran, as defined under
§ 7-208 of the Tax — Property Article; and

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2018.
